THE FETAC PILOT PROGRESSION SCHEME

Different Institutes have different policies on progression. Learners must refer to each Institute’s
prospectus for specific details.

Learners may also refer to www.fetac.ie for this information. Progression is on a competitive basis
through the CAO.

A maximum of 400 points, which are equivalent to CAO points, may be obtained from a FETAC
Level 5 Award. Points are allocated as follows:

PASS: 20 POINTS MERIT: 35 POINTS DISTINCTION: 50 POINTS

NB: Holders of Level 6 Award(s) can obtain up to 500 CAO Points.

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LINKS TO NURSING COURSES

Learners are eligible for consideration for entry to Nursing courses when they
achieve the FETAC Level 5 Award DCHSN (Nursing Studies), DCHSX (Community
& Health Services) or DHSXX (Health Care Support) and obtain a distinction in 5
modules in the FETAC Level 5 course, which must include a distinction in D20001
(Anatomy and Physiology), D20012 (Introduction to Nursing), and D20032
(Human Growth and Development) or C20006 (Biology). A reserved number of
places is allocated to applicants presenting with FETAC qualifications. Places are
allocated on a competitive basis. The best eight modules, at a single sitting, are
considered for scoring purposes.

UNIVERSITIES IN THE CAO SYSTEM

The Higher Education Links Scheme - Certain universities reserve a quota of places
in specific courses for learners presenting with FETAC Level 5 or 6 qualifications.
Learners with appropriate FETAC Level 5 qualifications, with a minimum of five
module distinctions, may be admitted on a competitive basis to certain degree
programmes (including Nursing courses).

The best eight modules are used for ranking purposes for a reserved quota of
places on a limited number of courses.

Some courses may have specific FETAC module or FETAC Award requirements.
Such requirements are listed in individual University Prospecti.

Applicants presenting FETAC Awards should contact the relevant College for
further information on the admissions process.
